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Adapting Manly Terminal 
for Wind Components
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Most Wind Components are Imported to North America
as the manufacturing base grows in the US
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From Ports and Plants all over North America, Wind 
Components are Shipped to Manly for Staging and 
Distribution Throughout the Midwest and beyond.
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TransLink Inc. handles the unloading, rigging and reloading 
at Manly Terminal.  Having heavy equipment and staff 

based at a permanent site reduces cost to the customer.
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Wind Turbine Components are immediately reloaded 
for truck delivery, or staged for just-in-time later 

delivery to the wind farms.  Some will stage at Manly for 
several months, waiting for financing to be completed.
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Manly handled over 900 carloads of wind 
components in 2008—expect over 5,000 
carloads in 2009 and even more in 2010.
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Announcing a new Manly Logistics Park with up to 160 acres of additional wind 
development space adjacent to Manly Terminal.  Expected to start ground 

prep and tracks by May 1, 2009.  Nearly 200 acres will be available for wind
